ended the day higher. Fed Chairman Powell indicated that he 

thinks inflation has started to ease. In the bond market, yields rose 

slightly after the Fed comments. The 10-year Treasury moved 
above 3.65% sending bond prices lower. WTI crude oil closed at 

77.24 +10¢. International equity markets were mixed. Two infla-

tion data points indicated a sharp rise in used car prices in January 

and the price of wholesale eggs has dropped significantly. At the 

closing bell: The Dow Jones Industrial Average was up 265.67 to 

34,156.69. The Standard & Poor's 500 Index was up 52.92 to 

4,164.00, and the NASDAQ Composite Index was up 226.34 to 

12,113.79.
