The two suspects in the quadruple murder which occurred in 
McMinn County in 2021 are Curtis Smith of Etowah and Jazz-
mine Hall of Athens. They are facing first-degree murder charges 
in the case. State prosecutors are seeking the death penalty for 
Smith and Hall and initially planned to have the pair tried at the 
same time. According to recent court documents, the pair will 
now be tried separately. The couple are charged with the murders 
of Trevon Hall, Skylar Hawn, Jesse Dupree, and Brandi Har-
ris.   The quadruple fatal shooting took place at a home on Coun-
ty Road 60 in the Riceville community in September 2021. The 
victims were killed inside the home and the suspects took a 10-
month-old child with them when they fled the scene.  Two other 
victims survived the shooting.  There had been some kind of cus-
tody dispute just before the deadly shooting. The baby was found 
unharmed later the same day.  The two suspects were taken into 
custody in Polk County, where they had fled. (from Local 3 News)
