The Vols, currently 7-1 overall and 4-
1 in the SEC, recently defeated Kentucky, extending their win
e G (12 to three games. Their only loss this season was at Arkan-
sas, and they boast strong wins over both Alabama and Florida,
positioning them as serious playoff contenders.
