The McMinn Senior Activity Center has opened applications 

for its *Safe at Home* program, which offers financial assis-

tance to seniors dealing with three major challenges: food 

insecurity, senior safety, and home repairs. This initiative, 

supported by grants from the Athens Federal Foundation and 

the TVA Community Care Fund, is designed to help older 

adults manage rising living costs.  

 

“We are blessed to have organizations like Athens Federal 

Foundation and TVA Community Care Fund supporting 

these vital social services,” said Diane Hutsell, Executive 

Director of the McMinn County Senior Activity Center. “The 

high costs of everything from food to housing continue to 

impact seniors, especially those on fixed incomes. ”   

 

The program, expanded this year to include those aged 50 

and older, provides assistance for a wide range of needs, in-

cluding food pantry access, SETHRA public transportation 

costs, home repairs such as roof or gutter work, wheelchair 

ramps, grab bar installations, and medical devices like hear-

ing aids and medic alert systems. Utility assistance and heat-

ing/cooling system repairs are also covered.   
 

 

**Eligibility Requirements**   
Applicants must:   
 

1.Be aged 50 and older  
2.Reside in McMinn County  
3.Applicants must work with the MSAC Senior Advocate and 
must have exhausted all other funding resources.  
4.Applicants may only apply for funds one (1) time per year 
(within 365 days) but applications will be available year-round 
as long as funding is available and will be processed in the order 
they are received.  
5.Funds will be paid directly to the service provider or in the 
form of a gift card depending on the request. NO CHECKS will 
be written/paid directly to the applicant.   
 

“According to the AARP, 77% of adults 50 and older hope to 
age in their own homes,” Hutsell added. “This program helps 
make that possible by addressing essential needs like groceries, 
transportation, and home safety improvements.”   
 

Applications are processed on a first-come, first-served basis.
