
The national average for a gallon of gas has fallen to $3.08, just eight cents shy of 

dipping below $3 for the first time since May 2021, according to AAA. This marks a 

12-cent drop from last month and a 27-cent decrease from last year. However, the 

decline may stall as a new storm, potentially Hurricane Sara, is developing in the Gulf 

of Mexico. 

 

“Hurricane Rafael fizzled out, but Hurricane Sara could head toward Florida by next 

week,” said Andrew Gross, AAA spokesperson. 

 

Despite rising gas demand and falling stock levels, gasoline production increased last 

week, averaging 10.3 million barrels per day. Meanwhile, public electric vehicle 

charging costs remain steady, with the national average at 34 cents per kilowatt-hour. 

 

The McMinn County Gas Average is $2.66.  

 

For now, drivers are advised to stay updated as weather de-

velopments and the Thanksgiving holiday could impact fuel 

prices.
