A former Tennessee Wildlife 

Resources Agency (TWRA) 

officer, Travis Buchanan, plead-

ed guilty on Friday to theft after 

misusing state funds for person-

al gain over several years. 

 

The investigation began in Feb-

ruary 2023 when TWRA offi-

cials detected discrepancies in 

gasoline purchases for Buchan-

an's state-issued truck. An audit revealed that his fuel expenses 

exceeded what was needed based on the vehicle's mileage and 

fuel efficiency. Surveillance footage later showed Buchanan 

using a state credit card to buy excess fuel, which he stored in 

gas containers in his truck. 

 

Buchanan, who served with TWRA for 19 years, was indicted 

in September 2023. He was sentenced to six years of probation 

and ordered to pay $46,000 in restitution. Buchanan also for-

feited his state pension and is permanently barred from work-

ing for the State of Tennessee. Source: WVLT
