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On the morning of Thursday, November 21, Athens Po-

lice Department officers responded to a two-vehicle col-

lision on John J. Duncan Parkway near Congress Park-

way. The accident involved a Ford Fusion and a Ford F-

150. Emergency services, including Athens Fire Depart-

ment and EMS, provided care at the scene. The driver of 

the Ford F-150 was transported to Starr Athens Hospital 

with non-life-threatening injuries. 

Tragically, the driver of the Ford Fusion, identified as 21

-year-old Athalie Cleminte of Ten Mile, Tennessee, was 

pronounced deceased at the scene. Preliminary investiga-

tions indicate that the Ford Fusion crossed the center 

line, causing the collision. No charges are pending at this 

time.
