
A 15-year-old Meigs County girl is facing a charge of first-

degree murder following the shooting death of a man early 

Tuesday morning in the Georgetown area. 

District Attorney General Russell Johnson confirmed that a 

juvenile delinquent petition has been filed against the teen in 

connection with the fatal shooting of 35-year-old Richard 

High. High was killed by a single gunshot wound at a resi-

dence on Gunstocker Road during the early morning hours of June 10. 

The name of the juvenile has not been released due to her age. A detention hearing was held Thursday, June 12, in 

Meigs County Juvenile Court. 

General Johnson stated the case will proceed in juvenile court for now. No decision has been made regarding whether 

the case will be transferred to adult court. ―As in these types of cases, we expect that there will be court-ordered evalua-

tions of the juvenile given the seriousness and nature of the crime and the age of the juvenile,‖ he said. 

The incident occurred at 245 Gunstocker Road. The property owner told authorities he rents one unit of the duplex to a 

father and two children and was unaware of any issues until law enforcement arrived around 5:00 a.m. Tuesday. 

The Meigs County Sheriff’s Office and the Tennessee Bureau of Investigation are continuing the homicide investigation.
