
Main Street Athens to Host “A Taste of Mardi Gras” Dining Experience  

Main Street Athens will bring the flavors and traditions of New Orleans to downtown Ath-

ens next week with A Taste of Mardi Gras, an intimate three-course dining experience 

curated by Chef Kenyatta Ashford. The private dinner will take place Tuesday, Feb. 17,  

beginning at 6:30 p.m. in the White Street Market event space at the Food Hub. 

Designed as a community-centered culinary event, the evening will showcase classic Mardi 

Gras and Creole cuisine through a thoughtfully prepared three-course menu. Guests will be 

served Dirty Jollof hand pies filled with seasoned rice, pork sausage and chicken liver; Cat-

fish Court Bouillon, a Creole-style fish stew featuring oysters, shrimp and Carolina Gold 

rice; and a traditional Creole bread pudding topped with brown sugar rum sauce and can-

died pecans. 

Ashford is the founder of Neutral Ground, a food concept rooted in cultural storytelling, 

community connection and culinary tradition. Through Neutral Ground, he creates dining 

experiences that explore the shared histories of Southern, Creole and West African cuisines, emphasizing heritage, intentional sourc-

ing and the role of food as a connector across communities. 

The event is intended to offer guests a unique opportunity to experience Ashford’s culturally inspired approach to cuisine in a pri-

vate, seasonal celebration setting. Tickets are $65 per person. 

The event will be held at the Food Hub, a food business incubator operated by Main Street Athens that provides entrepreneurs with 

access to commercial kitchen space, equipment and opportunities to grow food-based businesses while strengthening the local econ-

omy.
