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Gas Prices Top $4 Nationwide
as Oil Costs Surge

As of April 6, the national average price for a gallon of regular
gasoline has climbed above $4 for the first time since August
2022, reaching $4.12, according to data from the Energy Infor-
mation Administration.

The current average is up 10 cents from last week and more than
$1 higher than a month ago, driven largely by rising crude oil
prices, which have surpassed $100 per barrel amid ongoing ten-
sions in the Middle East.

Despite the increase in prices, gasoline demand dipped slightly
last week, while domestic supply and production also saw mod-
est declines, according to federal data. U.S. crude oil inventories,
however, rose by 5.5 million barrels and remain near the five-
year average.

In Tennessee, prices remain below the national average at $3.85
per gallon. Locally, McMinn County is averaging $3.89, Meigs
County $3.86, and Monroe County $3.88.

Officials note that similar price spikes occurred in 2022, when
gas prices peaked at $5 per gallon during the summer months.
